In 2001, Rebecca completed
her Master of Music degree in Music Composition from the
University of Oregon School of Music, where she studied
composition with Robert Kyr and David Crumb. At the U of
O she earned a Masters Fellowship in Music Research and
Scholarly Activity, and was named Outstanding Graduate
Student Composer of 2000-2001. From 2002-2004 she was
on the adjunct faculty at the U of O, teaching composition,
orchestration, and upper-level aural skills.

An award-winning composer, Rebecca Oswald‘s concert mu-
sic catalog includes works for solo instruments, various
chamber ensembles, chamber orchestra, full orchestra, a clar-
inet concerto, one choral/orchestral work, plus numerous
works for choral ensembles. Her works have been performed
all over the United States, as well as in the U.K., Canada,
France, Finland, Australia, and the Dominican Republic.
